the Big SEE Interior Design Award 2025, prioritizes natural light,

transforming the space into a vibrant, inviting environment. With
only one facade providing sunlight, the design merges private offices
with an open workspace, creating a fluid transition between areas. A
custom-designed, partially parametric reception area serves as a so-
cial hub, reflecting the company’s digital twin focus.
Meeting room is equipped with cutting-edge technology and acoustic
panels for privacy, while whiteboards throughout the office promote
collaboration. The private offices, designed as symmetrical “twins”,
enhance continuity, and the kitchen break-out area fosters teamwork
with a playful, basketball-themed lighting fixture. All lighting and metal
panels, custom-made, are complemented by unplastered sections of
the ceiling, preserving the space’s previous character.

The 320-square-meter office renovation, that was awarded with
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The Think Tank area, nextto a balcony, features sleek, mod-
ern furniture adaptable for both casual conversations and
meetings. The office’s color palette, in harmony with the
company’s branding, cultivates a cohesive and creative at-
mosphere that encourages communication and collabora-
tion. Biophilic design plays a key role, with carefully inte-
grated greenery that blurs the boundaries between indoor
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and outdoor. Transparent private offices and meeting rooms
maintain visual connectivity, while acoustic panels act as
discreet dividers. The modular layout supports both indi-
vidual work and teamwork, offering flexible spaces for meet-
ings, brainstorming, and relaxation. The design fosters an
inspiring, energetic environment where employees feel con-
nected, motivated, and ready to collaborate.
